This is regular Symposium of International Union of Biological Sciences and Interdisciplinary Commission on Bioindicators. Scientific Committee reviews various works for the further development of investiga​tions. Before the beginning of conference organizing committee print all the​sises (for oral presentations and posters). These thesises are capsule of your report. It is possible "indirect" participations. If anybody can’t go to meeting, he can send poster only. During the conference Scientific committee decide questions about publication of proceedings. Usually all oral reports and some posters are print. 

Organizing Committee plan that Symposium would be held at September from 17th to 21st. But some changing wills possible: from 16th to 20th or from 18 to 22nd. This is connected with transport problems of those partici​pants, who would like to take a train. Syktyvkar is connected with many cit​ies of Russia via airlines and railway. The time of railway travels from Mos​cow to Syktyvkar - 27 h.. In summer northerner go to south and time-table of train is varying. For this reason we can to qualify the precise data only in June.
