For all taxa the maps of distribution and the figures in black-and-white or in colour (most from the original descriptions) are given, all information about original description and type locality are listed. 

This CD contains four great parts: taxonomic part (catalogue itself), bibliography (all listed and studied scientific papers), geography (full abriss of the geography of this territory, with maps and figures) and history (the historical review of studying of the butterfly fauna of this region). I place on this CD some theoretical data too: the small review of the systematics and its problems at this time, the zoogeographical division of this territory at the base of studying of its butterfly fauna. In the future I plane to place on this CD-ROM all original descriptions and re-descriptions of all taxa with original figures.

The male genitalia figures are given only for the species with difficult determination. On the figures for the determination are given the characteristic attributes.
