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The butterfly fauna of Russia is completely reviewed, with keys compiled for the 472 species in 140 genera occurring in the country. Surveys of their taxonomy and brief remarks on distribution and ecology are provided. The male genitalia and some other structures of all these taxa are depicted in more than 700 figures, 472 distribution maps, and 119 colour photos of the butterflies are of a very high quality.

This book is compiled as a conventional annotated catalogue with keys to the Russian species, accompanied by a number of plates illustrating the male genitalia and some other details of imaginal morphology.

The catalogue is presented as follows: 

In a hierarchical order, are the names of the constituent superfamilies, families, subfamilies, tribes, genera, subgenera, species and, if present, subspecies currently reported from Russia. Keys for determination of the subfamilies, tribes and genera follow under each family heading, also supplied with a short summary of the group. Each genus is also supplied with brief information about its composition and distribution, followed, whenever necessary, by a key to the species known from Russian territory. 

After the name of a species or subspecies there follow:

1. Synonymy, enumerated in chronological order as regards the Russian fauna only, reproduced in original combination (hence with indication of the original rank), with an abbreviated reference to the original description, its language (quoted in brackets), and the type locality. The latter is usually given in an English translation/transliteration, whereas a type locality put verbatim in quotation marks means that it cannot be interpreted equivocally and/or quoted in square brackets that it is inferred from indirect sources. The infrasubspecific names are easy to distinguish from species-group ones by their being put in smallest font size.

The species names mentioned in section ‘Syn.’ are those synonyms established from beyond the Russian territory but used as such as regards the Russian fauna. No such synonyms are given for the taxa considered by me as subspecies.

2. Bioecological characteristics, including: relation to humidity,  optimal type of habitat, feeding specialization, voltinism. 

3. Geography (‘Range’). The map (5 x 2,8 cm) provided with each species is intended as a rough, graphical summary of distribution. The original zoogeographic regionalization of Russia as based on butterfly distributions is presented in map in introduction of this book. 

4. Genitalia, long proven as one of the most important characters of species, are only described in detail in comparison with those of closely related forms, but in less detail at the (sub)generic level. Differential features of the female genitalia are only described if there is no clear-cut differences in the male genitalia.

5. Comments concern the taxonomy and status of the given species and/or subspecies, as well as geographical variation if any. 

6. In the case of polytypic species, the subspecific traits are briefly described that are deemed substantiating the given subspecies. 

7. For the taxa accepted here as valid which were originally described in Russian, English translations of their original description is given.
